Assessment notes: Was the chair raised to the correct height? Does the user look more confident? Chairs are
most stable when getting in and out. Reaching over the side of the chair is not recommended. If over time the
situation changes and the user needs additional assistance, consider Chair Transfer Rails or an orthopaedic chair.
Maintenance - check tightness of the raiser to the chair, tightness of wing nuts, knobs and fixings.
Cleaning - with damp cloth. use non-abrasive detergent and dry thoroughly.
